Examination Numbers:   Exam numbers 
are used in place of student names on all 
exams to protect student anonymity.  A 
new exam number is assigned for every 
semester and summer session that a 
student is in attendance at Gonzaga 
University School of Law.  New 
examination numbers are assigned to 
students the second week of class. An 
email will be sent to all students when 
exam numbers have been assigned. 
It is the student’s responsibility to sign on 
to ZAGWEB and get their current semester 
exam number after receiving the notification 
email.  Exam numbers will not be available 
at the Registrar’s office.   
 
 

Instructions for obtaining an  
exam number from ZAGWEB: 
 

1.  Log on to ZAGWEB  
     (https://zagweb.gonzaga.edu) 
2.  Select the “Enter Secure Area” option from 

     the list. 
3.  Enter your social security number for the 
     User ID.  The first time that you log into 
     ZAGWEB your PIN will be your birth date.  
     For example, if your birth date is  
     January 1, 1978 you would type 010178.  
4.  The Login Verification Form will request 

      that you change your PIN to a more 
      secure number.  Please select a six digit 
      PIN you can remember and write it down. 
5.  You will now be asked to provide a security 

question to which you know the answer. 
If you are unable to remember your PIN 
the next time you log in, you will be asked 
this question to gain access. 

6.  You are now in ZAGWEB; please select 
“Student & Financial Aid.” 

7.  Click on “Student Records” 
8.  Click on “Review your Law Exam 
     Numbers”
